Course Description
This class is an online delivery of a normal sixteen-week semester ISU class.  Students should devote 10-12 hours a week to this course, solely for material covered in it.  Thus, you should be prepared to devote 12-15 hours a week to this class, including writing, note-taking, quizzes, and reading.  Do not fall behind and do not try to complete each module’s work in a day, as this will reduce your comprehension of material.  (It will also hurt your score on quizzes and writing responses.)  Do not try to complete quizzes or writing responses at the last moment.  Avoid mobile devices for taking quizzes and submitting writing assignments.
There are two parts to your grade—quizzes at the end of every three modules and writing responses (short essays) to one of the “Big Idea” questions located in each module.  More information on this aspect of the class can be found below under “Assignment Format.”  Also see: FAQ and Schedule.
There are five units for the class, with one for every three weeks of the semester.  You should complete a module every couple of days and a unit every 5-6 for summer classes—yes, it move about four times faster.  Each unit (three modules) reviews a chronological section of Iowa history, beginning in the early 1800s.  A unit will take 8-12 hours to complete, so plan your time carefully.  Each module will require you to read online material, which consists of websites, as well as view video clips on historical material.  Modules may also require you to read in the textbooks required for this class, such as Iowa: The Middle Land, Little Heathens, or Methland.
Main themes
This course surveys the history of Iowa from earliest settlement until the early 21st century.  We will begin with the Sauk, Fox and Ioway and conclude our story with the aftermath of the farm crisis of the 1980s.  In between, we will see how prominent and ordinary Iowans have influenced the Hawkeye state and how white settlement transformed it.  The course will focus on the political, economic and social history of the state, detailing how its citizens struggled to settle the nineteenth-century frontier, endure the Civil War, survive the Great Depression and World War Two and prosper in a competitive and rapidly changing agricultural economy. We will also look at how the United States and Iowa have been influenced by industrialization, immigration and globalization in the twentieth century.  We will finish with a review of challenges facing Iowa from the 1980s to today, including the Farm Crisis and the meth epidemic.  Pay close attention to the main theme of each week, shown in the “Big Idea” question.

Course Objectives
1. Students will examine key periods in Iowa history and explain their importance (i.e., frontier settlement, the world wars, the Farm Crisis, etc.)
2. Students will understand the complexity and diversity of Iowa's history, with an emphasis on the experience of ordinary people and their struggles (native removal, men and women in the Civil War, the Great Depression, civil rights in Iowa)
3. Students will analyze people, events and sources within their historical context 
4. Students will compose clear and effective written responses and short essays

5. Students will demonstrate the ability to evaluate and synthesize information from a variety of historical sources

This class is run through Canvas. Make sure to check Canvas and your Cymail account on a daily basis. I will make available to you the course syllabus, class materials, grades, and other resources, as needed. I may also use Blackboard to communicate with the entire class or to individuals.

How The Class is Organized
There are fifteen modules for the class, with one unit for every three weeks (modules) of the semester.  Units (three modules, or three weeks for a regular semester; much quicker for a summer class) are in chronological order, with the first focusing on Iowa history to 1846, when Iowa became a state.  The second unit is on the Civil War era, the third covers the period from the 1870s to the early 20th Century, and the final two units survey the period from World War One to the late 20th Century.  Each unit will take 8-12 hours to finish, with the first three being shorter than the rest—about 7 or 8 hours each for the first three units (or nine modules).  The last two units are longer, so budget your time wisely.  You will need to read two books during the last two units, as well as take quizzes and post reading responses, so plan accordingly.  (This is about 500 pages of reading, in addition to the usual online material.  Both books are highly readable, but do not put off starting them.)
Each module will require you to read online material, which consists of websites, as well as view video clips on historical material.  Most weeks will require you to read in the textbooks required for this class, such as Iowa: The Middle Land or Methland: The Death and Life of an American Small Town.  Each unit has three modules, or three weeks for a normal semester/ about 5-6 days for a summer class.
Assignment Format:
Reading Responses (one per unit, or every three modules): This class consists of five units (one unit for every three weeks of a regular semester/ 5-6 days for a summer or winter class).  A writing assignment associated with each unit will be due, as indicated in the course outline.  Responses will need to be written by the end of each period for each unit—I will post a response topic every three weeks that will be tied to one of the “Big Questions” from each week.  These questions are written at the top of each of the fifteen modules. Your grade on the postings will be based upon how thoroughly you answer the question using material from the class.  Each response should be several large paragraphs, or at least 300-400 words.  (Four hundred words does not mean full credit though.  See FAQ and essay instructions.)  Take these writing responses seriously—these are not graded easily and need to be written for an upper-level college audience.  Posts with spelling or grammar errors, or which do not fully answer the question with evidence from readings, will be given half credit, at best.  (Sloppy and hastily written answers may earn half credit or no credit).  You will earn full credit, half credit or no credit for each response.  Occasionally students may receive a 7 or 8, as opposed to half-credit.  Responses are worth a total of 50% of your grade.  You can, of course, use any notes you have for these reading responses.  Do not turn in the equivalent of an extended text message or you may earn a zero.
Unit Quizzes: Another part of your grade will be quizzes.  You will take a multiple-choice online quiz through canvas for each unit, or every three weeks/three modules (5-6 days for a summer class).  So, there will be a quiz at the end of modules #1-3, #4-6, #7-9, #10-12 and #13-15.  These quizzes will be 20 questions each and will cover ALL material from that unit (all three weeks), including readings from the course text Iowa: The Middle Land or other books assigned for the class.  Unit quizzes should be finished every three weeks. Each quiz is worth 10% of your grade, for a total of 50% of your overall grade.
You may use any notes you have for quizzes. I repeat, use your notes.
Quizzes are completed through canvas and you do not need to visit any testing center.  This entire class can be done remotely, from a U.S. Navy frigate in the Atlantic Ocean, or from China or India.

Academic Misconduct

Plagiarism: Plagiarism is the act of representing directly or indirectly another person’s work as your own. It can involve presenting someone’s speech, wholly or partially, as your; quoting without acknowledging the true source of the quoted material; copying and handing in another person’s work with your name on it; and similar infractions. Even indirect quotations, paraphrasing, etc., can be considered plagiarism unless sources are properly cited. Plagiarism will not be tolerated, and students could receive an F grade on the test/assignment or an F grade for the course. Obtaining Unauthorized Information: Information is obtained dishonesty, for example, by copying graded homework assignments from another student, by working with another student on a take-home test or homework when not specifically permitted to do so by the instructor, or by looking at your notes or other written work during an examination when not specifically permitted to do so.

Tendering of Information: Students may not give or sell their work to another person who plans to submit it as his or her own work. More on Academic Misconduct/ Plagiarism:

No academic misconduct will be tolerated.  Misconduct occurs when a student uses, or attempts to use, unauthorized information while taking an exam or submits work as their own that is not.  Other misconduct includes knowingly assisting another student in plagiarism.  Any student caught in cheating or plagiarism can receive a zero for the course.  Other violations include misrepresentation of work (reproducing/modifying another paper), obtaining unauthorized information (copying homework, assisting with take-home exams, etc), or bribery/attempted bribery of a faculty member.  Plagiarism is defined as the unacknowledged use of information, ideas or phrasing of another writer, by borrowing ideas that are exactly copied or summarized.  All students must provide detailed documentation about their sources.  Academic dishonesty or academic misconduct will be punished, as determined by the course instructor.  The instructor must notify the Dean of Students in writing about the incident. (See section 4.2.1 of Student Disciplinary Regulations.)  If the offense is serious enough, the Dean, or representative, will investigate the matter for investigation by the Office of Judicial Affairs.
